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The Pine Bluff Economic and Community Development Department is the Lead Agency 
responsible for overseeing the development of the Consolidated Plan.  Beginning with the 
development of the first Comprehensive Housing Affordability Strategy and subsequently the 
first Consolidated Plan, and through implementation of its annual elements, the Department has 
developed an on-going relationship with a variety of agencies that provide housing and 
community development services set forth in the Consolidated Plan.  The following agencies 
make up the Consolidated Plan Committee.

During development of the 2006 Consolidated Plan Annual Update, these agencies held several 
meetings and consultations in order to insure that the plan was developed so that all partners in 
the process would have a clear vision of the results desired upon implementation of the plan.  
The Committee feels that in order to provide housing opportunities, economic development, and 
community/neighborhood revitalization, it is imperative to know what results you wish to 
achieve and then develop a plan to realize these results rather than to determine what activities 
will be offered and then hope that they result in the desired outcome.  SARPC, the local 
metropolitan planning agency that also acts as the City planning department assisted in 
development of the Consolidated Plan and aided in the coordination of agencies. 
 
These public and private organizations will be instrumental in carrying out the goals and 
objectives of the Five-Year Consolidated Plan and its subsequent Annual Submissions.  The 
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Economic and Community Development Department of the City of Pine Bluff takes a lead role in 
providing affordable housing and housing to first-time homebuyers through its Community 
Development Block Grant Program and its HOME Program.  It, along with the University of 
Pine Bluff and the Pine Bluff-Jefferson County Economic Opportunities Commission, also aid 
low- and moderate-income families in improving their current living conditions through housing 
rehabilitation and weatherization activities. These programs are further assisted by the area 
financial institutions, community housing development organizations, and the Progressive 
Southeast Arkansas Housing Development Corporation.  The Housing Authority of the City of 
Pine Bluff provides low- and moderate-income families with low-income, public housing, 
homebuyer assistance for homes purchased through the Housing Authority of Pine Bluff, 
housing certificates and vouchers, while the Area Agency on Aging of Southeast Arkansas 
provides housing and in-home assistance to the elderly.  The homeless, potentially homeless, and 
victims of domestic violence are provided assistance through the Salvation Army, Committee 
Against Spouse Abuse, the Housing Authority, and the Economic Opportunities Commission.  
The Jenkins Center provides interim/permanent housing to developmentally disabled persons 
and transitional housing for substance abusers available through Human Development Resources 
Services (HDRS).  Jefferson Comprehensive Care Center provides medical programs for low- 
and moderate-income persons and families and medical and housing assistance to those persons 
with AIDS.  While these organizations operate independently, the tremendous amount of 
cooperation between the organizations assures that they all compliment one another in the 
delivery of services and in eliminating gaps in delivery. 
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The main purpose of citizen participation is to allow citizens to have a forum to express their 
input and concerns about HOME & CDBG funding activities inform citizens of the decisions 
that will affect them and allow them to participate in making those decisions in planning for 
improvements in their community.  The City continues to provide reasonable access to 
information and records relating to the City’s Community Development Block Grant funds and 
HOME Program funds. 
 
The neighborhood organizations continue to meet monthly or quarterly to address needs and 
concerns of their community.  Staff from Community Development is available at these meetings 
to provide assistance in addressing their concerns and to direct them to proper resources that can 
correct concerns the may have.  Concerns such as code enforcement, vacant houses, 
improvements of housing conditions, and infrastructure improvements have been the main focus 
of discussion at many of the meetings.  The City is making much progress in addressing these 
needs.  On the North side of the City in the University Park area, much work has been done to 
improve the streets.  Sidewalks, curbs and gutters, and widening of Spruce Street have helped to 
improve the flow of traffic in the neighborhood as well as within the campus and stadium.  
Currently, a revitalization plan is underway, and a neighborhood land use/development plan has 
been adopted by the City Planning Commission and City Council.  Housing development by a 
CHDO is also taking place within the Westside area.  Many abandoned and dilapidated houses 
have been torn down in all areas of the City.  The City works hard to make sure that vacant and 
overgrown lots are kept mowed and maintained.  A Continuum of Care organization has been 
formed to address the needs of the homeless in Pine Bluff, Jefferson County, and fifteen other 
counties in South Arkansas.  Working with the neighborhood organizations has helped to keep 
the City informed on the needs and wants of the residents. 
 
The Economic and Community Development Department coordinates the neighborhood 
restoration committee along with neighborhood residents and steering committee members.  The 
Economic and Community Development Department encourages all residents of the City, 
including the neighborhood organizations to participate in the development of the 2006 
Consolidated Plan Annual Update.  To this end, the Economic and Community Development 
Department has published public notices announcing public hearings and providing information 
concerning the contents of the Consolidated Plan.  Two public hearings are held annually to take 
comments and recommendations on what should be contained in the Consolidated Plan’s annual 
element and to discuss the activities the Economic and Community Development Department 
recommends be included in the Plan.  Public hearings were also held in various neighborhoods to 
discuss activities in their neighborhoods recommended for implementation in the Year 2006.  In 
addition to the required meetings, the Economic and Community Development Department 
conducted special meetings with residents, businesses, and neighborhood groups on the 
establishment of a neighborhood revitalization plan for the City’s University Park area. 
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The following summarizes comments that were made during the several neighborhood 
meetings/public hearings and the two required public hearings held to gain input concerning 
what residents of the City felt should be contained in this year’s Consolidated Plan Annual 
Element.  Many citizens are concerned about their neighborhood and are getting involved in the 
decision-making process by attending the public hearings and neighborhood meetings.  All 
comments, recommendations, and proposals are addressed in the Consolidated Plan.

program and city plans.

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II.  CONSOLIDATED ACTION PLAN 
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The Five-Year Consolidated Plan sets forth an aggressive campaign for providing both housing 
and community development programs and facilities, and when fully implemented, will result in 
the revitalization of deteriorated neighborhoods and the improvement in the quality of life of 
many of our residents and the community as a whole.  The Plan activities are focused on specific 
areas.  Through the various programs and grants operated and sought by the City, and the public 
participation processes that occur as a result of these programs and grants, the City has 
determined that concentrating its efforts within specific neighborhoods and sub-communities will 
have more impact than scattered, small-site improvements.  Efforts in these areas are all-
inclusive: housing, streets, drainage, clean up, and economic development, and includes 
activities that will be carried out by the Community Development Department and other City 
departments, and other local agencies and service providers.   
 
The 2005 Consolidated Plan prepared last year identified and prioritized the City of Pine Bluff’s 
housing and community development needs for the years 2005 through 2009.  The following list 
summarizes the overall strategies set forth in the plan. 
 
1. Develop partnerships between government and the various segments of the private sector to 

enhance their capacity to address affordable housing needs. 
2. Preserve, improve, and expand affordable rental and owner-occupied housing. 
3. Ensure equal housing opportunity. 
4. Meet the emergency and transitional shelter needs of the homeless. 
5. Provide a range of housing options for the elderly and persons with special needs. 
 
In carrying out the City of Pine Bluff’s 2005 Five-Year Consolidated Plan, the City must develop 
an annual plan for each year of the five-year period.  The City is now submitting its Annual Action 
Plan for the Year 2006, the second year of the five-year period.  Annual implementation of the 
components of the five-year strategy requires a variety of funding mechanisms including CDBG, 
HOME, VA, EPA, State, local and private sources.  In 2006, the following organizations, among 
others, are expected to address the Plan’s priority needs and specific objectives.

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CITY OF PINE BLUFF CDBG AND HOME ACTION PLAN  
 
FUNDING:  For the program year 2006, the City of Pine Bluff is requesting $884,888 in 
Community Development Block Grant Program funds and $739,290 in HOME Program funds.  
These funds leverage other federal funds as well as state and local funds through the 
development implementation of the five-year strategy.  For instance, our homebuyers’ program 
leverages local funds in the form of mortgages.  The City will also be receiving $233,754 each 
year for the next three years for the City’s Supportive Housing Program 
 
OBJECTIVES:  Specific objectives of the Year 2006 Action Plan are:  Housing, Homeless 
Housing, Clearance and Demolition, Infrastructure, Economic Development, and 
Planning/Administration.  The following lists the activities, this years activity costs, its specific 
objective, and a brief explanation of how each activity addresses identified needs. 
 

Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) 
 
1. Administration  – $176,944 – Planning/Administration  

This activity is necessary for the CDBG program to be undertaken successfully. 
 

2. Rehabilitation Delivery Costs – $123,757- Housing               
This activity is necessary to insure that housing rehabilitation activities are undertaken      
properly.  This activity will occur citywide. 
 

3. Clearance and Demolition – $42,000 – Elimination of Slum and Blight                                 
This activity provides assistance to low and moderate-income owners to eliminate slum and   
blighting conditions on property.  It also assists with the revitalization of the Central 
Business District by eliminating deteriorated buildings in the revitalization area. This activity 
will occur citywide on a spot basis. 
 

4.  Emergency Rehabilitation– $215,000 – Housing                      
 This activity will provide citywide interim housing grants to low and moderate-income   
 persons and will occur city-wide 
 

5. Homeless Permanent Housing Project - $36,450  - Homeless Housing             
The City of Pine Bluff Permanent Housing Project will serve homeless individuals and 
families-with-children with disabilities and/or mental illness by providing permanent housing 
and supportive services. The total number of persons to be served annually is 33. It is 
expected that the project will provide for four families with children and 12 single 
individuals.  The supportive services and will provide life skills, employment assistance, 
outreach, case management, mental health services, parenting classes, transportation, and 
other services needed to create self-sufficiency.  This activity will occur in various areas of 
the City.

6. Disposition-Real Property - $ 6,000 - Other 
This activity supports the preparation of CDBG city-owned property to prepare for sale on 
the open market. 
 

7. Acquisition – Real Property - $65,000 - Other 
This activity involves the acquisition of land for public facilities improvements projects in 
Census Tract 5.02 of the North Pine Bluff University Park area. 
 

8. Willow Street Drainage Project - $ 100,788 – Infrastructure 
This activity will finance the street reconstruction phase of the Superblock as port of the  
Northside Revitalization Plan and will include Jean and Willow Streets reconstruction  
located in Census Tract 5.02.   
 

9. Citywide Rehabilitation - $ 78,949 – Housing 
This activity will provide housing rehabilitation grants to low-to-moderate residents in     
low/mod neighborhoods.  Persons utilizing this funding will be required to bring their 
housing units into compliance with current local housing codes. 
 

10. Economic Development Activities - $25,000 
This activity will support the increase of developing economic opportunities in low income 
neighborhoods and the Central Business District Downtown.  The funding will provide 
technical Assistance opportunities for small businesses and track progress and usage of 
CDBG and HOME dollars in the jurisdiction through contracts.  

 
11. Home Buyer Counseling - $ 15,000 - Housing 

This activity will provide housing counseling for low and moderate income persons. 

 

Projects to be Funded by Other Sources/Alternate HUD Funding 

12. Merrill Community Center Rehabilitation  - $14,000 
 This activity will involve the rehabilitation of the city owned community center.  The project 

will include energy efficiency repair to flooring repair as determined by a designer.  The 
facility is located in census tract 12.00 in the City of Pine Bluff. 

 
13. Chester Hynes Community Center - $31,000 
 This activity is a roof rehabilitation of an existing facility.  The project includes a 

reconstruction of the roof covering over the center.  This facility is located in census tract 
12.00 
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HOME  
 

14. Administration -- $54,260 – Administration                
This activity insures that the HOME Program is carried out efficiently and effectively.   
  

15. Rehabilitation/Reconstruction -- $ 96,080 – Housing  
The activity assists in the provision of standard, adequate housing within the City and will 
occur citywide.                    
 

16. HOME Buyer Assistance -- $100,000 – Housing    
The program proposes to assist 30 first-time homebuyers during the program year.  This 
activity will occur citywide and is subject to HUD guidelines of resale or recapture, as 
required in 92.254.          
 

17. CHDO - $10,000 – Operating 
This activity supports the City’s Community Housing Development Organization in its 
housing activities for administration of their program. 
 

18. CHDO Construction and Acquisition-- $ 64,950 – Housing            
This activity supports the City’s Community Housing Development Organization in the 
development of new construction housing for low- and moderate-income households.  
 

19. New Construction - $ 264,000 – Housing   
This activity provides for a revolving fund for construction of new homes for low and 
moderate-income individuals and families.  This activity will occur city-wide. 
 

20. HOME Rental Housing - $150,000 – Housing 
This activity will provide rental housing opportunities to lo moderate income individuals and 
families and will occur city-wide. 
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GEOGRAPHIC DISTRIBUTION  
 
Some portion of each of the following activities are expected to occur city-wide:  
clearance and demolition, emergency rehabilitation, homeless permanent housing project, 
disposition and acquisition of real property, housing rehabilitation/reconstruction, and 
economic development.  Most area-targeted activities will be located in Census Tracts 
5.02, 10, 14.02, and 16.  Census Tract 5.02 contains North Pine Bluff and its related 
activities as described previously.  Census Tract 14.02 is the Westside Area expected to 
be assisted by the PSEAHDC.  Census Tract 16 contains the Sunnyview/Shady Oaks 
Neighborhood revitalization area and is part of the proposed new Weed and Seed site.  
Census Tract 10 contains downtown Pine Bluff, the Convention Center area, and 
Jefferson Comprehensive Care Center.  The proposed programs are for revitalization of 
low income minority neighborhoods and providing housing for persons with special 
needs as well as providing housing opportunities and economic development 
opportunities for low and moderate income persons.  Demographic statistical data is 
presented in the 2005 Five-Year Consolidated Plan.  As stated earlier, the City has 
determined that concentrating funding in specific areas creates an immediate impact on a 
neighborhood and provides the impetus for neighborhood improvements from other 
sources as well as residents.  As always, the City supports all efforts of the Housing 
Authority of the City of Pine Bluff in providing housing to our low- and moderate- 
income residents as well as other entities’ programs to reduce the number of poverty level 
families. 

 
 

NEEDS OF PUBLIC HOUSING 
 
The City of Pine Bluff will support plans, programs, and application submissions for 
federal funding by the local public housing agency.  We will continue to work with the 
Housing Authority to maintain affordable rental housing options for their residents, 
transitional housing programs, and new home purchase for tenants.  Various activities will 
also be coordinated through our SOAR Continuum of Care committee.   
 
 
ANTIPOVERTY STRATEGY  
 
Pine Bluff’s Consolidated Plan sets forth a variety of activities that are aimed at improving 
the City as a whole through revitalization of depressed neighborhoods, including those 
parts of neighborhoods that contain businesses:  the revitalization of the University Park 
neighborhood, including strategies for business redevelopment, that began in 2004 and is 
continuing during 2006 through economic development and housing rehabilitation/ 
construction expected to be implemented with CDBG funds; the partnering with Weed and 
Seed in the north Pine Bluff and Central Park areas that will assist in ridding the areas of 
crime as well as providing activities that enhance the neighborhood and provide residents 
with special projects such as computer labs, health screening, and job fairs; the provision of 
economic development activities throughout low-income neighborhoods that will provide 
technical assistance opportunities for small business; and the Homeless Permanent Housing 
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Project that began in 2005 and is continuing in 2006 that will aid participants in areas of 
job training, life skills, and other needs that will help them to become self-sufficient.   
 
 
LEAD-BASED PAINT HAZARDS  
 
Every effort will be made to remove or encapsulate lead paint conditions in any projects 
undertaken that will involve the removal of paint surfaces. 
 
 
OTHER ACTIONS  
 
In reviewing Section I of this document that sets forth citizen participation, and the 
housing and community development goals and objectives set forth in the 2005 Five-
Year Consolidated Plan, it is apparent that the efforts that will go into implementation of 
the 2006 Annual Element will address obstacles to meeting underserved needs, foster and 
maintain affordable housing, remove barriers to affordable housing, develop institutional 
structure, enhance coordination between public and private housing, health, and social 
service agencies, and foster public housing improvements and resident initiatives.  
Furthermore, the City will work will our local Community Housing Resource Board to 
encourage and educate housing providers, industry practitioners, and end users of the fair 
housing laws and make accessible the City’s analysis of impediments to fair housing.  
We will advertise the requirement of Fair Housing in all sectors through the local media.  
The City will continue to work to coordinate with other housing groups within our 
jurisdiction to maintain affordable housing and encourage sustainable neighborhoods 
through our neighborhood meetings held monthly with residents.       
 
 
MONITORING  
 
To insure efficient and effective implementation and administration of the CDBG and 
HOME Programs, the City will continue to utilize its monitoring plan developed under the 
CDBG Program.
